About the Vehicle's Mutation:
----------------------------
We have recreated the SandCrawler - the vehicle piloted by the Jawas in the
first Star Wars movie (which, interestingly, was subtitled ‘A New Hope’).
Looking something like a cosmic dump truck, the SandCrawler lumbered around
the Tatooine desert, hauling salvaged junk and the occasional lost R2D2
android. 

The inside of our Crawler will be a Psychedelic Sanctum "inner space" where
passengers will lounge comfortably in a colorful setting as we move about the
playa. A ladder on the inside of the Crawler will also allow passengers to
ascend to a roof platform. At night the Crawler will be lit by multi-color
flood lights as well as embedded LEDs and EL wire.     

I remember my first year at BurningMan (99) thinking that something of this
sort would look completely appropriate: surreal fantasy confronting the harsh
reality of the desert. 

In past years I have made three different vehicles. Each one of them
arrived on the playa looking fantastic, and were then slowly destroyed by the
dust over the course of the week. Unlike a 12' long furry Platypus or a roving
work cubicle, this vehicle will look more authentic the more dust coats its
surface. 


Mutant Vehicle Intent:
---------------------
Back when the very first Star Wars movie was released, I remember walking out
of that theater with an incredible sense of fourth-grader excitement, awe, and
wonder. Anything was possible. In the subsequent 28 years, I have often been
returned to that sense of wonder at Burning Man. I hope that many other
middle-aged geeks like myself will get a thrill that brings a similar
childlike feeling back to them when they see the SandCrawler crossing the
playa. 

The Star Wars saga begins “long long ago, in a galaxy far, far away”.
Though seemingly futuristic, the story is actually supposed to be historical.
The movies explore the juxtaposition of future and past as well as good and
evil (hope and fear) in a way which seems even more fitting with this year’s
theme.

Passengers will ride both inside the Crawler in the Inner Sanctum (lower
level) and also on the roof platform. A ladder on the inside of the vehicle
allows passage to the roof.

Design Safety:

A door in the side of the Crawler permits passengers to enter and exit. The
only way to access the roof platform is via the ladder on the inside of the
vehicle. This way the driver can control the number of passengers on the roof.
A 3' high railing extends around the roof platform preventing passengers from
falling overboard. In addition, the platform is smaller than the area of the
vehicle roof so passengers cannot hang over the sides. The panels on the side
of the Crawler are angled outward from the base to dissuade people from
attempting to climb up to the platform from the outside.

The vehicle's brakes have been replaced and engine tuned prior to beginning
mutation.


Operating Procedures:
--------------------
The driver will always be accompanied by another member of the project crew
when out on the playa to assist with passenger wrangling. The wrangler will
keep count of how many passengers are on the roof and be available to assist
participants up or down the ladder if need be.

This year we are considering adding a flame-effect to the top of the
SandCrawler. The effect will be a propane burst extending from the top of a
rooftop chimney at the rear of the Crawler. The mechanism controlling the
burst will be operated by the rooftop spotter who will have ample view of the
surrounding environment and of all passengers on the roof. The propane tank
storage will be below (in the RV’s metal enclosed propane bin at the rear of
the vehicle) and an emergency shut-off valve will be accessible by the
spotter. Non-project crew passengers will not have access to the propane
mechanisms. In addition, fire extinguishers will be placed both downstairs in
the Inner Sanctum (by the driver and in the rear of the vehicle) as well as on
the platform roof by the spotter


Enter/Exit Procedures:
